This paper shall be a part of the ‘Minor Optional Course’ of University’s Bachelor's Degree course.

Any student of B, A., B. Sc., or B. Com classes may opt this paper as a ‘Minor Course in Education’.

The students opting this paper, shall be required to pass it only in any of the semesters of his or her 1t year or 2™ year
of the Bachelor's course. But the option for this paper shall not be available in 3™ year of the Bachelor's degree course.
This paper shall carry 4 credits. The paper shall be divided in four units and each unit shall carry one credit or 25% of
the maximum marks.

A minimum of 60 lectures in a single semester shall be required for teaching this paper.
