Explanation: For example, if a candidate has selected Hindi and Sanskrit as the first two main subjects,
then he will choose the third main subject leaving Psychology and Economics. Similarly, if he has chosen
Sociology and Public Administration as the first two main subjects, then he can choose any of the
remaining subjects except English and Political Science as the third subject.

Thus a candidate will take three main subjects.

In addition to the three main subjects, the candidate will have to choose one minor subject from the list
given in Group C. This subject will be in addition to the main subjects. Students will have to study this
subject only in the first and third semesters. While selecting the subsidiary subject, the candidate will
also have to note that if he has not taken any of the three main subjects i.e. Hindi, English, Sanskrit, then
he will be required to take either one of these subjects. {Third main subject or subsidiary subject can also
be taken from any other faculty (such as Commerce or Science) operating in the university apart from
the Faculty of Arts, provided there is a provision for study of that subject in the concerned faculty.}

Apart from the above mentioned three main and one subsidiary subject, the candidate will have to study
compulsory courses related to co-curricular in every semester. Along with this, he will also have to take
any one skill development course from the table given in Group D, which will be studied from 1st to 4th

semester i.e. for the first two years only during B. A. only.

For admission in M.A., the candidate has to choose any one subject out of the 11 subjects given in the
table according to his/her interest. This will be called the main subject taken by him. In addition to the
main subject, he will also have to take a minor subject from these subjects, which he will have to study
only for one semester (first). While selecting the subsidiary subject, the candidate shall keep in mind that
it should be different from the main subject selected by him. Along with the subjects given in the table,
subsidiary subjects can also be taken from any other faculty/department running in the University
campus.

M.A. The prescribed qualification for admission is graduation in any discipline. If the candidate is
pursuing M.A. in the same subject. If a student applies for admission to a university in which he has
passed graduation, the minimum pass percentage prescribed for him is 40%. But if he is not a graduate
in the subject for which he is applying, he is a graduate in any other subject, then he will get admission
only if he passes the graduation examination with at least 50% marks. This rule will apply to subjects
other than public administration. The minimum pass percentage in Public Administration will remain
40%. (Note that this is the prescribed minimum qualification. Admission will be either on the basis of
merit or on the basis of entrance test in case of large number of candidates)
